(EOC) for the Highway-to-Highway (H2H) project. The EOC will announce their appointees of
a newly formed Citizens Advisory Committee.

The project is to
construct a freeway connection between the Seward Highway and Glenn Highway. This project
will improve traffic safety and relieve congestion through Anchorage and reconnect local
neighborhoods.
